• Describe and characterize people

• Find out about places / describe and 
characterize places

• Make an appointment
• Ask for and give the time, timetables, give a 

date
• Ask for / give instructions, directions
• Ask for and give information about daily 

routines, a timetable
• Recount one's day
• Express quantities and measures
• Make purchases, simple transactions / 

obtain a service or a good
• Ask for and give prices

• Order in a restaurant.
• Make simple purchases, obtain a service 

or good, ask/quote prices, express 
quantities and measures.
